2011 marks 100th official seasonf Logan High School football

LOGAN & Wel'll all witness Logan High School football history this season.
How so?

The 2011 season marks the 100th official season of LHS football. To be honest, | didn't realize it, either,
until Logan football historian Spencer Waugh pointed ittoune earlier this summer.

Waugh's extensive research on Logan Chieftain football (and, by the way, Logan waskfiavermas the
"Chieftains" until the early 19308 we'll save that subject for another day) reveals that, while games were
played as edy as 1898, the 1912 team is considered the first official LHS team.

(Note: next year's 2012 season would probably be consitleed00th anniversary seasoalthough
mathematically it will be LHS's 101st official team).

Logan teams were not recaged by the school prior to 1912, according to Waugh's research.

He notes that it's likely those early teams were made up not only of LHS satlietés but of boys from
some of the outlying schools in Hocking County, such as Union Furnace, Rockbrajgkeridille and
South Bloomingville... and maybe even some young men who were already out of high school.

It was not until 1912, under the guidance of coach Claude Petit, that Logan became aneafficthiat
included only LHS players.

"That was the fist year the school gave out varsity letters and it was the first year footbabcogmized,"
Waugh said, which is why 1912 is commonly considered the first season of LHS football.

That 1912 team went2-1.

Following are excerpts from Waugh's extershistory about the early years of Logan footbak gives a
look into Logan's earliest gridiron days:

"Logan football ds earliest years trace back to 1898,
Homecoming game played in 1933. Fifty former players retyrand the sigin sheet had two former
players who recorded their final season as 1898.

"This fits with the timeline of other area schools, including Lancaster, Jackson and Wellston.
Data from these early years is incomplete or impossible to acquire.

"18981905: Information for these seasons does not exist. We can only assume that footplalyes
during these seasons due to the $igsheet from 1933 and information that other area schools played
during these seasons.

"1906: Although many detailsdm the 1906 season remain unknown, including the team'scbaatl, at
least three games were played that season. It was common during the early 1900s for schools to play each
other multiple times and Logan did just that with Nelsonville (four gamesy\il$ton (two games)."

The known games from 1906 included wins oft@nd 160 over Nelsonville and a 29 loss to
Jackson.
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"Other games scheduled that season included home games with Lancaster, Columbuséidil a
Nelsonville home game, Wellston,ca@hio Deaf & Dumb. Logan was also scheduledjmmes at

Wellston and a second game at Nelsonville. Whether those games were played and what their outcomes

were are unknown.

"1907: At least three games were played under head coach Claude Lyons. dndeatster game was

scheduled, and it is likely that several others were supposed to have been played. Athens makes its first

known appearance on a Logan schedule this season."

The known games include addoss to Athens and wins of@6and 160 over Nelsnville.
"A game with Lancaster was also scheduled, although whether or not that game was playkdas/n.

"1908: Only one result is known for the 1908 seasonavin at Wellston on Nov. 7). A ganseheduled
for Nov. 13 at Lancaster is unconfirmed.

"1909: This season is the earliest complete season on record and the first known gamellbt®weeeh

the alumni. (The alumni game) would be arasoff tradition for the next couple decades; many times
this game was played on Thanksgiving Day. Dr. Clsarington was the coach of the team, which played

its games on Weldy Field. Brown was the captain."

Logan defeated Lancaster (0}, Junction City (33) and Murray City (28) while losing to Athens,
Wellston (220) and Lancaster (18) in 1909.

"1910: Dr. J.S. Charington remained the head coach and Clyde Beverage took over as team captain. The
Logan newspapers of the time reported nothing of the season outside of a scheduled game on Saturday,

Oct. 15 vs. Wellston."
No information is available on tH©11 team.

Since LHS officially began playing higbchool football in 1912, it should be noted a cogglasons were
incomplete.

In 1916, Logan wanted to have a team but many players interested in taking part were not eligible.
However, an alumni gameas played on ThanksgiygrDay and the Alumni won, 3Q. Waugh points out
that season was also likely hindered by a flu epidemic that engulfed the region.

In 1978, only two games were played due to a teacher's strike at LHS that forced the cancEttaion
season’'s final eight games. Since Logan became a charter member of the Southeastehhe@dhio
League in 1925, that was the only season in which the Chiefs did not play any conferese

Games in 1912 were played at Wright Field, describddcal newspapers and in the "Aeriahie LHS
yearbook, as the "Baseball Grounds on Hunter Street," and fronub@ildround 192Q.HS football
games were contested at the Hocking County Fairgrounds.

What would later be known as Bill Sauer Field onthelHl t op, t he AAt hl etic
field around 192@ the field was officially dedicated Oct. 9, 1925, in conjunction withGavdctory over
Columbus East , after bleachers had been installeshd would remain there until 2007 before @taefs
moved to spacious Logan Chieftain Stadium in 2008.

Pickerington North broke their Chieftain jifixearning just their second win over Logan since the school
openedn 2003 defeating the purple and white 24 Northdés powerful fooX05yardssi ve | |
rushing by Panther running backs and quarterback Zach Olszewski ran and threw for a score.

Sept. 10, 2010 VS Reynoldsburgi Loss, #47

Reynoldsburg dominated the Chieftains from start to finish, posting one of the largest victoriesrevery
Logan team. The Raiders ran, threw, and capitalized on turnovers and special teams miscues to post the blow out
win. The Chiefs also lost running back Brandon Graham to a knee injury in the first half to add to the misery.

Sept. 17, 2010 AT Jackson (SEOAL) i Loss, 2849

Logan went to Jackson looking to break the league recegaB¥e winning streak but by the end of the
first quarter the Chieftains trailed -Blthanks to a pair of Klay Arthur 50+ yard scoring runs. Logan climbed back
in thethird quarten closing the gap to 281. However, the red and white running attack dominated the fourth
qguarter and ended the Chieftainbs historic streak.

Sept. 24, 2010 VS Marietta (SEOAL) 7 WIN, 13-0

The Chieftains rebounded in their first home SEQ@ame by defeating the Marietta Tigers-Q.3 It took
nearly 3 quarters to br ea kydrhgave theGhiéft abie&d throbgh the filsy3l an Ce
quarters.

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2011Logan Chieftain Football Preview

LOGAN & You can't know where you're going until you know where you've been.

That said, after taking one quick glance in the-xéew mirror, the 2Q1 Logan
Chieftains are looking forward and not looking back.

Although, in taking that last backward glance, it's fair to say the 2010 Chiefs faced an
uphill battle from the very start with a very inexperienced, albeit sémilen, football tam.

Last year's Chiefs returned 17 lettermen (and wound up graduating 23 seniors) from a
2009 squad that finished “lloverall, won its sixtfstraight Southeastern Ohio Athletic League
title and earned its fourtbonsecutive posteason playofberth.

However, most of the lettavinners on the 2010 team gained their varsity experience
primarily as backups or as speedi@hms players. Varsity inexperience, combined with a rash of
injuries and a killer schedule, resulted in-@ 8easn... Logan's first sulb00 record since 1997.

"l don't want to talk too much about last year," head coach Kelly Wolfe said as the
second team of Chiefs under his command prepared for Friday's opener at Lancaster. "There
were a lot of thingst's different this year and it's been positive. You learn something all the
time... and as a coach you have to learn from your mistakes so you don't go down the same road
again.

"Last year was definitely a learning experience," he added. "Twsseunderstand the
game a little better this year, and it's something we don't want to take for granted. Last year we
had a lot of seniors (who hadn't had much varsity) playing time.

"Now we're moving forward."

Based on returningttermen, at first glance it might appear that the 2011 Chiefs are less
experienced than last year's team.

However, because the majority of the Chiefs' 14 returning lettermen were starters or
played significant minutes last fall, they gainad inore varsity experience than players from the
2010 team did the previous season. The 2010 Chiefs returned just tvméuditarters.

There is still a lot of youth, however. Almost half (24) of thend®n roster is comprised
of sophomoresyith 12 seniors and 14 juniors.

The Chiefs return nine starters (four on offense, five on defense), although not all of them
will start in the positions they played in 2010.

"This year has been intense so far," said Wolfe, himgelbkie head coach last fall,
following in the footsteps of LHS Hall of Famer Dale Amyx, who stepped down in January 2010
after 20 years as head coach. "The kids have stepped up and worked hard. We're starting to come
together.

"We made some @agstments right at the end of tveeday (practices), right after the
Logan Elm scrimmage,” he added. "The changes we made were good because you could see the
kids coming together and there was an identity that was starting to form. It wasn't just 5t kids o
there; they were starting to act as a group, working as one. It's been pretty positive.”

During what amounted to a transition year in more ways than one, Wolfe admitted the
Purple & White didn't have an identity last fall. They continueditothe spread offense that
had made them so successful under@tio quarterback Patrick Angle, ADhio receiver
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Mason Mays and many, many other talented players... but admittedly didn't have quite the
personnel to run it effectively.

That kecame especially true after running back Brandon Graham went down for the
season with a leg injury in the third game against Reynoldsburg.

The injuries mounted, the opposition was todglit's fair to say such teams as
Lancaster, Pickeringtona¥th, Jackson and Gallia Academy were looking for (and achieved)
payback for past failures at the hands of the Cléiefsnd the Chiefs struggled.

Offensively, the Chieftains scored just 166 points and were led in scoring (40 points) by a
kicker, Derek Montgomery, for the first time in school history. Defensively, the 296 points
opponents scored against the Chiefs are the most in school history.

So Wolfe and his revamped coaching sé&affTim Woodgeard and Josh Sturgell join
Wolfe, PatWalsh and Jim Huntsberger on the var8ityset about to make some changes.

While the 2011 Chiefs will still utilize shotgun and spread formations, they'll also
hearken back to a base offense that was a trademark of previous seasons, lalbdiit \wita
‘pistol’ twist.

"We brought back the tight end and fullback” for a base set, Wolfe revealed. "Last year, it
was one of those things where you think (the spread offense) is what you need to do and you go
for it. The plan didn't worlout.

"I really felt we should still be a spread team last year," he continued. "I felt we could still
spread things out. My original plan was to spread things out and run the ball more, and | really
felt we could run the ball (with Graham agdarterback Jordan Jurgensmier) with the option and
some other things, and it just never panned out."

Jurgensmier did finish as Logan's leading rusher, but Graham's injury left the Chiefs
scrambling the rest of the season. However, it did tedlde emergence of thesophomore Cory
McCarty, who filled in admirably and eventually earned 3##OAL honorable mention honors.

McCarty, a junior, will be a mainstay of the offense. He's not biggb9, 175 pounds),
and there's concern keuld wear down as the season progresses, but he's tough and he'll play on
both sides of the ball.

As will a lot of Chieftains, for that matter.

"This year we're definitely going to be a tpackage team," Wolfe said. "We've gat th
spread (and the base offense). There's no way we could line up this year and just run spread and
be successful. We need to make teams be honest and prepare for both."

And that's just what the Chiefs intend to do. They have offensive weajbngleCarty
(566 yards and five touchdowns on 129 carries last season) at running back, new quarterback
Kelly Long (a receiver last season who wasf47 passing in spot relief for Jurgensmier), and
the team's leading receiver, AEOAL honorable mentiolsaac Lindsey (36 receptions, 408
yards, three touchdowns).

Unlike most seasons, the Chiefs won't be huge along the offensive line. Depending upon
who starts, out of eight primary candidates, they'll average between 211 and 222 pounds up
front.

(Senior Coy Blair, who would have been the Chiefs' biggest returning lineman by far,
chose not to play football this season in order to focus on his track and field career. He came
within one throw of winning the state Division | shot putmipgonship as a junior back in June).

Defensively, the Purple & White will stay with their bas8 5etd "Woody
(Woodgeard, the team's new defensive coordinator) coached under (Amyx's) wing and he's a
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hardcore 8 guy," Wolfe saidd and they'llbe young up front and at linebacker but experienced
in the backfield.

And they've got Wesselhoeft, who led the Chiefs in tackles for loss (eight) and tied for
the team lead in total tackles (74), back at nose guard to lead the way. Seleyakaoie
already recruiting the-@, 240pound senior, who will line up just about everywhere for the 2011
Chiefs.

He's listed as a nose guard on defense and a running back and guard on offense, and he'll
also likely handle the Chiefs' punticgores as well. He's a workhorse, but there's no truth to the
rumor that he'll also be helping park cars or cook hot dogs in the concessions stand.

Wesselhoeft is Logan's "all around best playeAll -league, AkOhio honorable
mentiond he'sa football player," Wolfe praised. "He learned the trade last year and this year
he's ready to go. He doesn't have as much to learn (as he did last fall) and we're leaning on him.
The kids call him Zeus."

Zeus is certainly a dedicated playersay the least.

"Paul is there every single day," Wolfe revealed. "He never missed a weight room. | pull
in the parking lot for twea-days at 6:20 (a.m.) and him and his brother (Reggie, a sophomore)
are already sitting out there at the gateting. He's the guy everybody looks to."

Even at this early stage, with regusason games still around the corner, Wolfe says the
Chiefs have come a long way in just a few weeks. They haga sarimmage against Logan
EIm before improving few days later against Circleville, then Wolfe felt his club put together a
solid performance in the OHSAA Jamboree scrimmage last Friday against Sheridan.

"After the Logan EIm scrimmage we scored in deawrttdistance, but defensively we
coudn't stop them. They scored on us every time they had the ball,” Wolfe said. "I could tell
Woody wasn't happy. But we watched the game film, and you could see by their body language
they knew they weren't playing the game the way it needed to be played.

"They weren't playing passionate football, and we pointed that out to them,"” he added.
"We called them out a little bit, and the last two t&days were awesome. They really got out
and got after it. The Circleville coach even came over towioet before and after the
scrimmage, and said 'you have an aggressive football team." "

Therein may lie the key to success for the 2011 Chiefs: aggressiveness and playing the
game with passion.

"We have some hamdosed kids and tlyd/e been just awesome. | can't complain at all
about their work ethic,” Wolfe said.

"I never felt we were out of a game last season," he added. "We would come out and
score a lot right after halftime, and our kids were still scrapping antinfigtA lot of times we'd
get back within one touchdown" before the other team would pull away toward the end.

The Chiefs have built upon that attitude.

"We are playing the game with passion, the way it's meant to be played," 3tébéfd.

"If you make a mistake we'll fix it; but if you're playing the game the way it's supposed to be
played, we'll be smacking you on the helmet and having a lot of fun.

"That's w hat the kids said (that they were having fun) after thee@iltel game," he
continued, "and that's what we told them: that was the idea! | think it clicked in that scrimmage."

And if you thought the Chiefs' 2010 schedule was tough, the 2011 slate may be even
tougher.
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Logan again starts outith three Division | schools (Lancaster, Pickerington North and
Reynoldsburg, two of them on the road) before hosting Jackson and traveling to Nelsonville
York, a pair of playoff teams last season, to round out the first part of the season.

The second half of the schedule includes Gallipolis, Warren, Chillicothe and Portsmouth
0 the latter forecasted to be right in contention for the SEOAL title with Jackson and &ogan
as well as a neteague home game against Jonathan Alder. The Pioneerseddacformer
Logan head coach Steve Coate, have made 10 consecuthseassh playoff appearances.

"You want success and we're going to compete with (all of those) teams, but it's all about
Lancaster right now," Wolfe said. "You can't, frony perspective, look at it as three giant
games (at the outset), it'sl1l. That's the way you have to look at it, and the first step is
Lancaster. We will build from Lancaster.

"We know about Lancaster and we're worrying about them right'rienadded, "but
(the schedule is) a gauntlet. Jonathan Alder's been in the playoffs something like 10 years in a
row, and Nelsonville's always in the playoffs. That's great. Those games are fun to play. From a
coaching point of view, you want that chalien"

That's not to mention the SEOAL, which may be as balanced top to bottom as it's been in
years. While the Chiefs also want to regain their lofty position atop the conference, one thing
they don't want is another losing record.

"I don'twant to finish 55," stressed Wolfe. "I don't want to win the league and lose
everything else. That would be great (to be) league champs, but | don't want%o logat to
finish with a winning record. And | think we can, | really, really thin can."

We brought our baskggge back this year and we'll be
running some of that. Aaron Wolfe is an offensive lineman (who was) voted team captain, Jordan is an
offensive lineman and team captain, and Paul could be playing offensive line, so possibly three offensive
linemen are capins. That says something in itself.

"Most of (the Glinemen) were the guys who were in there working out in the winter and in the
spring until track season started. In that sophomore class, there were kids who would go throw shot and
discus vith Greg (Jones) and would come in and work out after they got done with track practice. The
commitment is there."

Running backs
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Coach Wolfe's overview "Our fullback is offset and our tailback is behind the quarterback. With
the gun aspect tig, it makes us twalimensional and it makes teams have to prepare for both."
